1.  Submit vendor application for prior approval. Form must be properly completed and fees received by April 15th, 2011.
2.  Registration fee for the weekend will be $150. Make checks payable to SVMMMA.  
Food vendors, will be considered for a space and fees are due when your application is approved. 
Sites are approximately 10’ X 10’.  There is limited electric and water only for the food vendors; generators may need to be used in some areas. Vendor fees will be waived if you are a paying sponsor of the festival.  Call 540-209-3540 for details.
3.  Upon receipt of the registration form, the Festival Committee will assign spaces in the appropriate area.

4.  The Shenandoah Mountain Music Makers Association reserves the right to accept or reject any vendor.

5.  Vendors may begin set-up after 8am on Friday, July 1 and food vendors should be ready to serve by 11am, July 2nd.  Food vendors will be required to serve meals from 11am to 7 pm on Saturday, July 2 and Sunday, July 3, and Monday July 4th until 5:00pm.  If serving breakfast, vendors must be open and ready to serve by 8:00am on Sunday and Monday.**

6.  There will be limited electricity available to general merchandise vendor booths, only for the food vendors. Please make arrangements for electric power, if needed, with this application submission.  Call for details 540-209-3540.

7.  Vendors will be responsible for their own personal property.  There will be overnight security provided by the festival.

8.  Vendors must not begin removal of their exhibits until after 6:00pm on Monday, July 4th. (Thank you for your cooperation).

9.  All vendors must have proper insurance and licenses.  

10.  Your booth must remain clean and attractive.
